MINUTES OF THE 01/16/2007 

SPECIAL BOARD MEETING

David Prondzinski moved to proceed to the Olson residence on Rivera Lane to view the construction; 

Gerald Stellpflug seconded.  The Board then reconvened at the Olson residence. 

 

The Board then reconvened back in the office at 9:30 a.m. Brian and Rhonda Olson were also in 

attendance. 

 

Discussion was held on whether the wall they were putting up on the inside was to be a non-load bearing 

wall or a load bearing wall.  Bud Raymer, the town’s building inspector will be called and asked to 

contact the Olson’s architect, Dan Young to find out what it should be. 

 

David Prondzinski moved to renew the permit if the wall is a non-load bearing wall, if not something else 

will need to be worked out with between Mr. Raymer and Mr. Young; Gerald Stellpflug seconded and the 

motion carried. 

 

Other items that needed to be corrected were the header above the bay window and attaching blocking 

between the studs.  They appeared to be corrected.  The plastering on the outside of the wall still needs to 

be finished. 

 

David Prondzinski moved renew the permit if the wall is approved by Mr. Raymer; Gerald Stellpflug 

seconded and the motion carried. 

 

David Prondzinski moved to adjourn the meeting; Gerald Stellpflug seconded.  The meeting adjourned at
