[bookmark: _GoBack]Town of Trempealeau Land Use Advisory Planning Committee
Minutes Aug. 22 2016
Attending: Dave, Ted, Cristeen, Randy Severson, Richard Frey, 
Meeting called to order at 6:20 by Chair Custer.
Meeting posted.
Agenda adopted (Frey & Prondzinski)
Minutes approved with no changes (Prondzinski & Konkel)
There was no public discussion
A motion was passed to change the land use of the transitional ag parcel in Section 34 to primary ag. (Frey & Severson) 
Kirstie from the County responded to the questions submitted by the committee.
Regarding properties with excess junk, Kristie recommended a discussion with Mark Carlson at the county and that the Town send a letter to the property holders indicating that a goal of the land use plan is to clean up junk sites. Previous notifications could be mentioned as well as any specific details of what is allowed. If nothing changes after that the county could follow up with a letter. 
Kirstie indicated she will do additional research regarding options for removing junk from commercial properties.
Regarding how much input the Town has on housing developments, Kirstie indicated that the only time the state steps in is when there is a natural resource issue such as stream diversion. Otherwise the Town has complete control to accept or reject the developments.
Regarding zoning for orchards, Kirstie indicated that only the commercial portion of the property would be rezoned. All other parts would stay zoned as agricultural. The committee felt that both orchards in the Town should be treated similarly. The committee will draft a letter to the orchards referencing the change to commercial for portions of their parcel and ask them to present a legal description of that commercial area at the public hearing (date not yet set.)
Kirstie will provide information about the ability for the town to consider a resolution about reverting the commercial designation in the orchards to an ag designation if the current operations cease. This would be considered to avoid having a commercial property in the midst of an agricultural area.
The committee reviewed the Town Comprehensive goals noted below. There were no objections. A vote will be taken at the final advisory committee meeting.
Transportation: 
Objective: Examine all options for improving safety on roads, especially in more densely populated areas.
Action: Approach the county to see what traffic density information is available
Action: Increase use of “No Parking on Road” signs in problematic areas
Action: Increase striping on heavily trafficked roads 
Intergovernmental
Objective: Hold a meeting annually with Village of Trempealeau and Town of Caledonia boards to discuss areas of common interest.
Action: Address status of 11th Street maintenance and ownership

Economic Development – The committee discussed support for a statement supporting Agri-Tourism based on the agricultural-based businesses (orchards, winery etc.) that are flourishing in the township. The committee will consider language at the next meeting.


Mining overlay district
The town has reviewed the possibility of a mining overlay district. Due to dense housing in the southern half of the township, and because transportation options are not conducive for this enterprise, a mining district was deemed inappropriate.
Regarding discussion of the mining overlay district language, the committee requested sample language from the County for the creation of a resolution that would state opposition to mining in the township.

Kirstie will provide the committee with information regarding commercial tower siting and whether the Town has input on them.
The committee reviewed the list of properties under consideration for rezoning again.
It was agreed the cemetery sites (#10 & 12) will be shifted to an Institutional designation.
Ferguson’s Orchard was added to the list as #6b based on commercial discussion (see above).
An R-20 designation will be considered for #5, #8 and #11 because of their location.

The next meeting will be Sept. 26 at 6:00 p.m.
